1. Venue & Date

The 2010 International One Metre Irish National Class Championship will be held at Inniscarra Sailing Club, Co.Cork on the 10/11th April 2010.

3. Schedule of races
On Saturday, 4 series of 4 races with a short break between series 1 and 2 and 3 and 4 with a longer break between series 2 and 3. The length of these break may vary depending on time to ensure that all races are completed.

On Sunday First Gun will be at the earlier time of 09.00hrs with  series 5 & 6 of 4 races each and  a short break between. A minimum of 16 races are 
required to complete the event but 24 are anticipated. No race will start after 12.30hrs on Sunday.

4. Rules

4.1. The event will be governed by the current 'rules' as defined in the Racing Rules of Sailing, this Notice of Race (NoR), the Sailing Instructions (SI), the International One Metre Class Rules, and the Equipment Rules of Sailing.
4.2. The Sailing Instructions shall prevail in case of conflict with this Notice of Race, except where Rule 63.7 applies.

4.3. The English language version of these documents shall prevail.

5. Organising Authority

The 2010 International One Metre Irish National Class Championship is organised by the Irish IOM National Class Association under the auspices of Inniscarra Sailing Club
6. Eligibility

The competition is open to International One Metre class boats as selected by an IOM

National Class Association in good standing with IOMICA. The ISAF Regulations

regarding eligibility apply.
7. Registration and Fees
Entries shall only be accepted when made using the Official 2010 IOM Irish National Championship entry form. You will be required to fill the form and pay an entry fee of €50 
upon your arrival. This fee will entitle the competitor to a dinner at the RCYC, Crosshaven, Saturday evening. Additional tickets may be purchased at €25 each but numbers are limited and it will be on a first come first saved basis. No racing will be permitted without payment of entry fee
8. Scoring and Racing System

8.1 The event will be scored under the ISAF appendix A low point system but where 1st =0 .75 
points, 2st = 2 points 3rd = 3 points and so on.
8.2. A discard will be applied for each 5 races completed :


1 to 4 races completed = 0 discard


5 to 9 races completed = 1 discard


10 to 14 races completed = 2 discards


15 to 20 races completed = 3 discards


20 to 24 races completed = 4 discards

8.3. Providing that the number of boats entered doesn’t exceed 20, all boats shall race together. Should that number exceed 20 a decision will be made by the race officers and announced at the morning briefing on how the racing will take place. 

9. Umpires

9.1. The racing will be observed by an experienced umpire
. Details of incident management will be provided as part of the SI (Sailing Instructions)
9.2. All competitors will be required to sail in accordance of the ISAF RRS 2009-2012 including appendix E.
9.3 Umpire will have final decision on racing incidents and penalties resulting from the incident.

10. Sailing instructions

The sailing instructions will be provided available before the event
11. Equipment Inspection

You may be required to present your boat and equipment for weighing and measuring. This selection will be done on a random basis to ensure boats comply to the IOM class rules.
12. Frequencies

The permitted frequency bands are 40 & Wifi 2.4 GHz. If you are using a 40MHz frequency you must declare sub-frequency on entry form and have available to you a minimum of 3 alternative pairs  of crystals. 

13. Liability

13.1. All those entering or taking part in this Championship do so at their own risk and responsibility. The Irish International One Metre National Class Association, Inniscarra Sailing Club, members or representatives and any other parties involved in the organisation of this event disclaim any and every responsibility whatsoever for loss, damage, injury or inconvenience that might occur to persons and goods, both ashore and on the water as a consequence of entering or participating in the Championship covered by this Notice of Race.

13.2. At all times the responsibility for the safety of their boat and themselves including the decision to participate or continue shall rest with the competitor. By entering the event it is deemed that you accept these conditions. Competitors are advised to ensure that they have adequate personal insurance that provides cover for public liability and their possible injury or loss or damage of equipment.
